Child Labor: The AOT Supplier shalt.not invalve with the emplayment of child tabor whose age is below
than standard as.prescribed by law, and shall not allow anyone whose age Is below 18 to work on the
night shift.orin-hazardous operations.

Working Perlod: The AOT Supplier shall ‘ot allow exceeded working hours than the -standard as
prescribed by law, covering working overtime:and holidays.

Falr Treatment: The AOT ‘Suppler shall fairly treat all of its employees on payment, tralning, career
advancement, and termination of employment or lay-off without discrimination regarding sex; nationality,
ethnidty, race, religlon, age, politicat-belief, marital status, pregnancy or. disabllty.

Termination of Employment. The AQT Supplier shall proceed termination of employment In
accordance with the-laws and shall-not.approve any unblased-manner.an termination of employment. -
Human Rights: The AOT Supplier shall respect the human rights and treat its employee in accordance

with appticable laws and standards, and shall not allow-any form of harassment both physically and

verbally as'well as intimidation and mental infringement.
